The TSM provided youth workers with:

El Theoretical insights into the principles and
key elements of adventure education.

E1 Hands-on practical experience with
adventure activities — because nothing says
"teamwork" like building a shelter in the snow.

E] A deep dive into ethics, sustainability, and
cultural perspectives, ensuring our work is
inclusive and impactful.

This foundational training equips youth
workers with the knowledge and skills
needed to implement adventure education
programs in their local contexts, making
every hiking trail, forest, or campsite a
potential classroom for growth and self-
discovery.

% WHAT'S NEXT?

The project is only just beginning, but here's what's coming up:

e Supervision & Support: NGOs and youth workers can schedule online supervision
sessions with HUMAK, with group sessions planned for future TSMs.

Evaluation Strategy: We're developing tools and frameworks to assess the
project’s impact, gather feedback, and ensure the activities are as effective as they
are fun.

» Adventure Education Activities: Brace yourselves — we're bringing the outdoors
back to life with programs that challenge, inspire, and empower young people
across Europe.
